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The CoZmanager appears to have a missing link when it comes to using the IrDA adapter to 
download or upload information. This FAQ describes the steps users should follow in order to 
be able to activate infrared connection between the CoZmanager and pump.  
 
This procedure describes how to activate infrared download/uploads: 
 

1. We will assume that at this point the IFSYS-8003 adapter is installed, and 
operational. If the orange LED at the top of the adapter blinks rapidly with intervals of 
about 3 seconds between rapid blinks, the adapter should be operational. 

 
2. Start up the CozMan application. It should look something like this: 

 

 
Note that the IR download icon (left most, bottom), and IR upload icon (bottom row, 
third from left) are “greyed” out, indicating that the Cosmo pump infrared port has not 
yet been detected. 

 
3. Turn on the Cosmo pump, and ensure that it is at the Main Menu. Note: The infrared 

adapter will not detect the pump if it is in powered down mode. 
 

4. Place the Cosmo pump so that its infrared window points towards the IFSYS-8003 
adapter.  

 
5. When this happens, in Windows XP, the infrared icon should appear on the tray, as 

shown in the illustration below (leftmost icon). When you see this icon, it means that 

your laptop or desktop PC has detected the Cosmo pump using the infrared link. 
Keen users will observe that prior to the appearance of the tray icon, when the 
IFSYS-8003 attempts to establish an infrared connection to the pump that the orange 
LED blinks rapidly for a few seconds… this is indicative of the infrared transactions 
taking place between PC infrared and pump. 
 

6. Once the Cosmo pump has been detected, the infrared buttons on the CoZmanager 
application will cease to be greyed out. The buttons should now become active, as 
illustrated below. 
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7. At this point, the user can initiate the transfer of data between the pump and 
CoZmanager by pressing one of these infrared buttons.
